	Summary:  This biopic tells the story of civil rights activist Rosa Parks from her days as a private-school student to her public battle against racism and segregation. As a secretary for the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP), Parks defends local children who have been victimized by racism. But when she is arrested after refusing to give up her bus seat for a white passenger, Parks inspires the 1955 Montgomery Bus Boycott.


	Vocabulary:  
1. Dignity (noun) - the quality of being worthy of honor or respect even in difficult situations 
Ex) This is a country that cherishes freedom and human dignity.
2. Racism (noun) - the belief that some races of people are superior to others
Ex) Black people are imprisoned at five times the rate of white due to racism.
3. Discrimination (noun) - the practice of unfairly treating a person or group of people differently from other people or groups of people
Ex) Many women still face sex discrimination in the military.
4. Humiliate (verb) - to make (someone) feel ashamed or embarrassed
Ex) Her boss humiliated her in front of all her colleagues.
5. Segregation (noun) - the practice or policy of keeping people of different races, religions, etc., separate from each other
Ex) The professor would not allow segregation in his classroom, which is why he encouraged people to interact with all races and religions.
